How To Clean Up the Files on Your MediCapture USB Flash Drive
for USB200 and USB170 Users

WARNING - This procedure will erase all videos and images on your flash drive

Note: This document applies only to USB200 or USB170 users. If you are a USB100 or
USB150 user and you need to clean up your flash drive, please see the document tittled How To
Clean Up the Files on Your MediCapture USB Flash Drive for USB100 and USB150 Users.

Problem: If errors are being displayed on your computer when you access your MediCapture
USB flash drive, the drive may have become corrupted.

Symptoms: When you connect the flash drive to your computer, you may be unable to access
it or you may receive error messages such as “Cannot remove folder — the file or directory is
corrupted and unreadable,” or “Cannot remove folder — the directory is not empty” (even after
you have deleted all images within the directory).

IMPORTANT NOTE: This problem can occur if you remove the flash drive from the
USB200 while an image or video is being saved to the flash drive. To avoid this
problem in the future, be sure to stop video recording and wait a few moments before
you remove the flash drive (this will give the MediCap time to finish saving the video
file to the flash drive). Do not remove the flash drive while you are recording a video.
